
2019 CHARDONNAY WAYFARER VINEYARD

T A S T I N G  N O T E S  |  Aromas of star jasmine, white peach, lemon zest and meringue emerge from the glass, alongwith 
roasted almond, coconut and baking spice. Graceful and subtle in its richness, this wine has plenty to offer. The dense palate is 
beautifully balanced with fresh acidity and salinity. Elegant chalky texture lingers on the finish, indicating great aging potential. 

V I N T A G E  N O T E S  |  2019 began with several months of heavy rainfall. Total rainfall for the year was 78 inches, second 
only to record-setting rainfall in 2017. However, that is where the similarities end between the 2017 and 2019 vintages. Chardonnay 
shoots emerged on March 26th, a full week later than normal. With a warm April, shoot growth advanced quickly, and energy was 
plentiful in the soil after heavy rainfall in May. 

Flowering began in east-facing blocks on June 3rd, quickly followed by the remainder of the Chardonnay over the next five days. 
Flowering was also a week later than normal, but aligned wonderfully with a change in the weather, as rain clouds gave way to 
beautiful sunshine in June. The summer of 2019 was full of sunshine, yet temperatures were moderate to cool. The average high 
temperature through July and August was 81ºF, perfect for gradually ripening the Chardonnay. This moderate summer allowed us 
to be patient with the vines, allowing them to naturally adjust to the energy in the soil on their own. 

In drier and warmer vintages, we are more proactive with mowing cover crop, leaf and lateral removal and irrigating the driest 
blocks. However, in 2019 we waited until the vines reached their optimal point, then moved in with our canopy work to transition 
the vines from vegetative growth to fruit maturation. By the time veraison began on August 4th, the vines were tracking only three 
days later than normal, and earlier than in 2018. 40 days later, on September 13th we picked our first Chardonnay, and concluded 
harvest on October 5th. 

W I N E M A K I N G  N O T E S  |  We hand-picked each 
block and delivered firm, cool clusters to the winery before 
sunrise. After gentle pressing, the wine settled for 24 hours, 
followed by a carefully monitored racking to French oak barrels, 
63% new. Native yeasts slowly guided alcoholic fermentation, 
with careful batonnage until malolactic fermentation was 
complete. The wine aged in barrel for 15 months, and was 
bottled unfined and unfiltered.

2021 PINOT NOIR THE ESTATE

T A S T I N G  N O T E S  |  The 2021 Pinot Noir is pure and focused with brightness and stunning structure. On the nose, 
raspberry, tart cherry and cassis merge with notes of violets, orange spice and a burst of fresh basil. Fine, chalky tannins and hints of 
crushed cacao underlie the brilliant red fruits and florals. The density, complexity and persistent minerality of this wine lead into a 
finish that lasts and lasts. The 2021s will age gracefully for many years.  

V I N T A G E  N O T E S  |  2021 was a dry, warm, even vintage, giving us wines with great intensity and harmony. Though 
we experienced record-low rainfall of 20 inches, a long way from our 65-inch average, it was plenty to fill our pond and irrigate our 
vines throughout the season. Budbreak occurred on the early side due to an unusually dry, warm winter, and this early trend continued 
throughout the season. Spring and summer remained dry and warm, though temperatures never spiked. This consistency, along with 
bountiful sunlight, allowed for even ripening across the vineyard. It was a smooth growing season and an ideal harvest, with all fruit 
picked at just the right moment and coming into the winery in a steady stream. The wines are remarkably dense and complex, with 
lots of structure, energy and delicate aromatics.  

W I N E M A K I N G  N O T E S  |  Each block was 
picked by hand at night, and firm, cool clusters were delivered 
to the winery before sunrise. We hand-sorted the fruit and 
reserved 4% for whole-cluster fermentation. The remainder of 
the fruit was destemmed before we transferred it into stainless 
steel tanks for five to ten days of cold maceration. Fermentation 
was guided by native yeast, and hand punch downs were tailored 
to how each tank tasted each day. The free run wine aged in 
French oak barrels, 55% new, for 15 months prior to bottling.
